Possessive pronouns are pronouns that demonstrate ownerships, e.g., my, your, his.

In Ukrainian, possessive pronouns are close to adjectives as they have different forms depending on the
noun that follows:

Min 6pat (masculine) Mosi cecTpa (feminine)
Moé micTo* (neuter) Moi cunn (plural)

*usually neuter nouns end with -e or -0)
