Just like in English, if you want to use a number like
37 or 145, name the numbers one after another
and write them as separate words:

37 — TpMAUATL CimM

145 — cTO COpPOK N’'ATb

CKinbKu KowTtye?

One of the most useful question words in Ukrainian
is:

CKiNbKu
how much

You can use only this word to ask about a price
anywhere in Ukraine.

However, the full question, just like in many other
languages, includes the word “kéwtyBatn” — to
cost. Use this question to ask about the price of
something that is a singular noun:

CKinbKku KOWTYE?

CKinbKu KOWITYE MOPKBa?

For the plural noun, use a verb in the third
person — KOWTYHTb:

CKiNbKKN KOLWTYOTL?

CKiNbKu KOLWITYIOTL NOMiadpu?
