Therefore, in Ukrainian, adjectives depend on the
nouns. Depending on the gender of a noun, the
adjective will have the following ending:

Adjective endings

%{ masculine -un CMayHni
(O] feminine -a cMayHa
ﬁ neuter -e CMayHé
& plural -i CMauHi

When you eat something delicious, you want to
state your delight or give compliments to the cook.
Here are 3 ways to do it in Ukrainian.

0 Oyxe cMma4yHo!

It means “It's very tasty!” You can see that
CMayHo is similar to cma4Hmn, but it is
actually an adverb (it is not used with nouns,
but on its own).

e CmakorTa!l

CwmakorTa is a noun that we can translate as “a
tasty one” or “a delicious thing”. For example:

Llen TopT — cmakoTa!l
This cake is a tasty one!

e HAaM-HAaM!

These are more sounds than words. They
are used by children when they want to say:
“Yummy!”.
