The word for “season” in Ukrainian is literally “time
of the year”:

nopa poky

Review the names of the seasons in Ukrainian
here:

OCiHb autumn
3MmMa winter
BeCHa spring

To talk about your preferences in Ukrainian, you
can use a common adjective:

ynoobneHum

favorite
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Of course, as any other adjective we have studied
in the previous episodes, it has different gender
forms:

yNIoGneHuit S, masculine
yniobnexa e, feminine
ynio6neHe ﬁ neuter
ynoo6neHi q&a plural

That is why we use the feminine form for nopa
pOKy:

Aka Bawa ynrobneHa nopa poky?

The question above is: “What is your favorite
season?” Notice that we use the feminine form ska
too. The answer is:

Mos ynro6neHa nopa poky ...

MeHi nogob6aeTbcs

You can say ‘| like” in two ways. The first one is
common; “to me it pleases”:

MeHi nog66aeTbca

The verb nopgobaetbces is always the same, but
the pronouns change depending on the person:

To6i nogd6aeTbca?

The pronoun here is in the dative case. Take a look
at all the forms and memorize them:

MeHi noao6aetbca | like
To6i nog66aeTLCA You like
Womy nondé6acTeca  He likes
T nopo6aeTbecA She likes
Ham nopo66aeTbcs We like

Bam nogo6aeTbea You (formal or plural) like

M nopo6aeTbes They like

A no6nio
Another way the say “l like” in Ukrainian is “I love™:
A nobnio

Yes, it can mean strong feeling for someone or
something:

A no6nio YkpaiHy

A noobnio Tebé!

However, in context, it can also be a synonym of
MeHi NoJo00a€eThLCA:

MeHi noad6aeTbcs niTo.

A nobnio nnasartu.

The negative sentences in Ukrainian are formed
simply by putting He in front of the verb. So it goes:

MeHi He noad6aeTbCs

A He nOONIO OCiHb

NMopopoxyBaTu

The basic form of a verb (to do, to like, to be, etc.)
is called the infinitive. In Ukrainian, iHciHiTNB
finishes with this ending:

=T™"

Both phrases s no6nio and meHi noaé6aeTbcs
require the infinitive form of the verb after:

MeHi nogé6aeTbCca YNTATH.

Here is one short and useful word in Ukrainian:
Yomy?

It means “why?”. You can start a question with it or

use it separately:

Yomy To6i noa66aeTbcA 3MMa?
Why do you like winter?

Do you like the Ukrainian language? Why?
