Today we are learning some important words about time — days of the week and
months. Also, we are practicing soft consonants. Therefore, to be sure you have
practiced everything fully, consider listening to the podcast more than one time.

There are two exercises to practice this time and there are some new useful words
about time in the Bonus Vocabulary section.

HeHb

Pay attention to the noun geHb — day — and its
plural form:

AeHb — AHi
The word for week is:
TNXKOEHb
The plural, weeks, is:
TUXKHI

Finally, to say day (days) of the week in Ukrainian,
you say:

OeHb TWXHS — OHi TUXKHSA

To express the meaning of the English preposition
“of”, we usually use the Genitive case of a noun —
TUXKHS.

In Ukrainian, to express the meaning of the English
preposition “of” we usually use the genitive case of
a noun — TWXHS.
