Tv “gew Ha BeYipKy?

In Ukrainian, sometimes there are two different
phonetic variations of the same word. They
have the exact same meaning, but we use them
depending on the last sound of the word before or
just a feeling of what sounds better.

Here is an example from this episode:
iTMW = nTn

This verb means “to go”. More precisely, we use it
in all the cases when transportation is not involved,
for example:

A nay B wWKony 15 xBUNuH.
| walk to school for 15 minutes.

lan crogn!
Come here!
Tv naéw Ha Bedipky?
Are you going to the party?
On the contrary, there is a very similar verb

that we use only when the meaning is “to go by
transportation”:

ixaTm
Some examples:

CboréaHi A iay B yHiBEPCUTET Ha MeTpo.
Today | am going to the university by subway.
Tu igew y NbBis?

Are you going to Lviv?

(we understand that it is impossible to “go by
walking” to another city).
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Tv TyT Ha WOCH YeKaew?

Take alook at the sentence above. If the word order
confuses you, do not worry. There are actually
different ways to make this question:

Tw yekaew Ha WocCb TyT?
Tu Yyekaew TyT Ha WOCL?
Tu TYT YeKa€eLw Ha WocChb?
Tu TYT Ha WOCb YeKaew?
Tu Ha WOCb TYT YeKaew?

Good news! All these word orders are correct!

Here are the words you need to know to
understand this question:

yeKaTu Ha

to wait for

To make the present tense of a Ukrainian verb, you
need to know its stem and conjugation.

The stem is usually the part of the word without -Tu
or -tucs. Look at the underlined stems:

yuTaTun

In some cases though, the stem is a little different
from the infinitive, like in the verbs iTn and ixaTu:

That
is why we use the endings that start with a vowel:
-y, -eL, -e, -eMo, -eTe, -yTb.
