In Ukrainian, we have a word that means one day
of a weekend, like Saturday or Sunday. It can also
mean a day-off:

BUXiOHWN

The weekend as a combination of the days with no
work is in plural:

BUXigHi
To say “on the weekend”, use the preposition Ha:

Ha BUXigH1X

To learn how to use the future tense in Ukrainian,
first learn the verb to be in the future. Its endings
are the same as the conjugation 1 of the present
tense:

Bytn
FUTURE TENSE

5 oyay

™ oyaew
BiH / BOHa / BOHO oyne

MU oynemo
BU oynete
BOHM oyayTb

The complex future tense in Ukrainian is formed by
the following formula:

[ 6yTHM in future + infinitive verb ]

In the same way, you can make the future of any
imperfective verb in Ukrainian (which is a verb with
no particular result or finish):
