3 OHem (ycix) 3akéxaHux!
For OeHb cBATOro BaneHTnHa, Ukrainians like to

give to people they love Valentine’s cards:

BaneHTUHKa — BarieHTUHKU

Tuv Taka rapHa

In your BaneHTHHKa to a girl, you could write some
compliments like:

Tu Taka no6pa, HiXHa, rapHa.

You are so kind, so tender, so beautiful.
The pronoun Takum means so, such and it is used

with an adjective to emphasize it.
Here are its gender forms:

Here is a way to describe a person you love:
Tun — mMos pagicTb, MOE WACTA,
Mol N6OB.
You are my joy, my happiness, my love.

Note that the words pagicTb i nt06oB are feminine
(mos), though they don’t end with -a as most of the
feminine nouns do.

Some feminine nouns in Ukrainian end with a
consonant. Below you can find a list of some
typical consonant feminine endings.

Feminine
-icTb paaicTb, MONoAicTb, COBICTb
-B nwo6o6B, KpoB
-y, =)  Hi4, négopox
-Hb OCiHb, TiHb

A cymyro 6e3 Tebel

Here are some phrases to say that you miss
someone in Ukrainian:

A cymyto 6e3 Tébe!

I am sad without you!

A cymyro 3a To6610!

| miss you!

A nobnio Tebe, YkpaiHo!

Love is so important for Ukrainians that we even
have two different words to name it:

KoxaHHs — only romantic love.

JMro66B — romantic love + all other kinds of love
(to your family, country, or borscht).

Also, there are two ways to say / love you:

A noobnio Tebé!

(general)

A koxaro Tebé!
(romantic only)

Add ayxe for more emphasis:

A pyxe Te6é koxato!
