In Ukrainian, there are two ways to say a book:

Anna: Hello! (on the phone)

Ivanka: Hello! How are you?

Anna: Good, and you?

Ivanka: Not bad. What are you doing?
Anna: | am reading a book.

Ivanka: Oh, how is it called?

Anna: It is called “Vegetarian”, it is by a Korean writer
Han Kang.

Ivanka: What is it about?

Anna: It is about a woman, her husband, her family,
conflicts among them.

Ivanka: /s it interesting?

Anna: Yes, it is not bad.

Ivanka: Will you give it to me to read?

Anna: Of course! | can give it to you next week.

Ivanka: Thank you!

BoHa Ha3MBa€ETbLCA...

The name of something (except a person’s name
— iM’A) in Ukrainian is:

KHUra
HasBa
KHMKKa
Knmxka is typically smaller and less serious than
KHUra.
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So, to ask about a name of something (except
people), use this question:

AK ue Ha3mBaeTbLCA?
How is it called?

AK BOHA Ha3MBaeTbLCA?

How is it called?
(referring to a book or any other feminine noun)

KHura npo XiHKy | YonoBika

Remember that one of the triggers for the
accusative case in Ukrainian is the verb that is
directly followed by a noun:

A x64y U0 CYKHIO.

Another trigger that we learn in this episode is a
prepostion npo — about:

Lisa kHUra npo XiHkKy, 11 YonoBika,
11 ciM’10, NPO KOHMNIKTU MiXK HAMM.

Accusative case of
PEOPLE

Only the accusative case in Ukrainian has different
forms for objects and people (living creatures).

In the last episode, you learned the ending for
objects. This time, study the endings of people and
other living creatures in the accusative case:

Accusative of people

Tarto -a TaTta
xroneub -A xnonus
KIT KoTa

Try to remember this simple sentence from the
dialogue to keep in mind when and how the
accusative of people is used:

Lisa kHUra npo XiHkKy, 11 YonoBika,
TI ciM’10, NPO KOHMIIKTU MiXK HUMM.
