With the verb 3Batm — to call — we use the
accusative case; that is why it’s:

FonoBHY repoiHio 3BaTn AHHa.

The masculine form of it would be:
FonoBHOro repos 3sartu MeTpo.

Please note that we use the verb 3BaTum only to talk
about the names of people. For the objects, we
use Ha3NBAETbLCH:

Ak Ha3uBAaeTbLCA KiHO?

How is the movie called?

HepokoHaHuM | AOKOHAHUX BUA,

Imperfective and perfective aspects (Hepok6Ha-
HuUM i pok6HaHun BmAa) in Ukrainian are different
approaches to the action.

Imperfective verbs usually describe the process of
doing something.

Perfective verbs have added meaning, more
details, and usually the meaning of the result.

For example:

A nobno aAMBUTUCS KiHO.

| like to watch movies (imperfective).

Xouew noAUBUTUCA KiHO?

Do you want to watch a movie?
(watch a specific movie today)

Perfective verbs can be used only in the Past or
Future Tense since the result can either have been
done in the past or it will be reached in the future.

A noguBnnacs KiHoO.
| watched a movie.

A noauBnioca KiHO.
| will watch a movie.

It is also common to use perfective verbs as
infinitives:

Xoéuew nognBnNTUCSA KiHO?

Do you want to watch a movie?

Tpé6a noictu.
We need to eat.

The perfective verbs are formed from the
imperfective by using different prefixes and
suffixes. Compare and learn these common verbs:
