Although modern Ukraine became independent very
recently, in 1991, the history of Ukrainian lands is very
long and diverse.

Even before Christ, different tribes were living in the
steppe regions around the Black Sea: the Cimmerians,
Scythians, Sarmatians, Huns, and the Goths. In
the 7th-6th century BC, the ancient Greek colonies
appeared on the Black Sea coast. For example, in
modern Sevastopol, you can see the ruins of the
ancient city of Chersonesus.

The first mention of the Slavs is in the historical
sources of the 1st-2nd century AD. In the 6th century,
Eastern Slavs were living on a vast territory between
the Black, White, and Baltic Seas.

From 882, the territory of Rus’ grew. The city of Kyiv
became the political center of Rus’. The first kings
were Oleh and lhor. They are considered to have
Scandinavian origin.

Ihor’s wife, Olha, came in peace to Constantinople and
adopted Christianity there. The son of Ihor and Olha,
Sviatoslav, was battling a lot and greatly expanded
the territory of the Rus’ state.

Years 980-1054 is a heyday of Rus’ — when
Volodymyr the Great and Yaroslav the Wise were
the kings. Under Volodymyr, Rus’ became the largest
state in Europe (an area of almost 800,000 km2) and
in 988, a key event of Ukrainian history happened
— the baptism of Rus’ which provided the prestige
and legitimacy of the state in Europe. However, the
forced baptism of people was a long and complicated
process.

The son of Volodymyr, Yaroslav the Wise, was married
to the daughter of the Swedish King, and the children
of Yaroslav — to other important Europeans. Yaroslav
became an influential European politician. They even
said that he was “father-in-law of Europe”. In addition,
under Yaroslav the Wise, the St. Sophia Cathedral
and the Kyiv-Pechersk Monastery were built, and the
first library and the first school appeared. According
to the legend, Nestor — the author of the “Primarly
Chronicle”, the first chronicle of Kyivan Rus’— worked
in the Kyiv-Pechersk Monastery.

Yaroslav decided to divide the kingdoms among his
sons but after his death, the struggle for power began.
In the middle of the 12th century, there were about
fifteen kingdoms in Rus’, each of which had its own
political and economic life.

In 1237-1238, the Mongol Empire attacked Kyiv
lands, and Kyivan Rus’ became dependent from the
Golden Horde, which led to the complete decline of
the kingdoms.
