Hello! My name is Anna, and you are listening to
the Ukrainian Lessons Podcast. These are audio
lessons for all who study the Ukrainian language,
culture, and now history.

Last week on the podcast, we started a course on
the history of Ukraine. This is sort of an audiobook
that we wrote together with the historian Dmytro. In
this book, we briefly talk about the main events in
the history of Ukrainian lands.

* BitoBT — Vytautas, also known as Vytautas the
Great from the 15th century onwards, was a ruler
of the Benuke KHsasiBcTBO JIMTOBCbLKE.

* Kpumcbke xaHctBo — The Crimean Khanate, a
Turkic vassal state of the Ottoman Empire from
1478 to 1774.

* OcmaHcbka imnepia — the Ottoman Empire,
also historically known in Western Europe as the
Turkish Empire or simply Turkey, was a state that
controlled much of southeastern Europe, western
Asia, and northern Africa between the 14th and
early 20th centuries.

e Kpumcbki Tatapu — Crimean Tatars are a
Turkic ethnic group that formed in the Crimean
Peninsula between the 13th-17th centuries,
primarily from the Turkic tribes that moved to the
land now known as Crimea in Eastern Europe
from the Asian steppes beginning in the 10th
century, with contributions from the pre-Cuman
population of Crimea. Since 2014, Crimean
Tatars were officially recognized as indigenous
peoples of Ukraine.

* MockoBcbKe KHA3IBCTBO (1283-1547) — The
Grand Duchy or Grand Principality of Moscow,
also known in English simply as Muscovy from
the Latin word “Moscovia”, was a late medieval
Rus’ principality centered around Moscow and
the predecessor state of the early modern-day
Tsardom of Russia.

* Piu Nocnonuta (1569-1795) — The Polish-
Lithuanian Commonwealth was a dualistic state,
a bi-confederation of Poland and Lithuania ruled
by a common monarch. It was one of the largest
and most populous countries of 16th and 17th-
century Europe.

° llnaxra — Szlachta was a legally privileged
noble class in the Kingdom of Poland, Grand
Duchy of Lithuania, Ruthenia, Samogitia, and the
Zaporozhian Host.

* bepecTtencbka yHia — The Union of Brest was
the 1595-96 decision of the Ruthenian Orthodox
Church to break relations with the Eastern
Orthodox Church and enter into communion with,
and place itself under the authority of Mana
Pumcbkun — Pope of Rome. The result of the
Union of Brest was the rpeko-kaTonuubka
uepkBa — Greek Catholic Church.

As you have learned in the first part, Kyivan Rus’
split into several principalities. Among them, kingdom
of Galicia-Volhynia in the west of Ukraine was
particularly successful. It was founded by King Roman
Mstyslavych at the end of the 12th century. His son,
Danylo Halytskyi, struggled for independence from
the Mongols and led an active international policy. The
principality was powerful under Danylo’s grandson,
Yurii Lvovych, in the second half of the 13th century.
Because of the arguments of the princes, kingdom
of Galicia-Volhynia declined, and Poland, Lithuania
and Hungary began to fight for these lands. Poland
received Galicia, and Lithuania received Volhynia.

In the 14th century in the north, the Grand Duchy of
Lithuania became very powerful. In the second half of
the 14th century, the Kyiv, Pereiaslav, and Chernihiv
regions joined it. The local population did not resist
because the Lithuanian government was softer than
the Mongolian one. But this did not last long. In
1385, Poland and Lithuania concluded the so-called
Krevsky Union and strengthened the pressure on
Rus’ lands. The Lithuanian ruler, Vytautas, liquidated
the individual Rus’ principalities.

On the Crimean Peninsula in the middle of the 15th
century, a new monarchical Tatar state — the Crimean
Khanate — was created. For a long time, it remained
under the protectorate of the Ottoman Empire. That’s
when the Crimean Tatars were formed in Crimea, who,
until now, have preserved their identity and culture.

At the end of the 15th century, the Moscow principality
strengthened and it gradually turned into a Russian
state. Moscow began to claim all the lands of the
former Kyivan Rus’, so Poland and Lithuania decided
to unite their forces. In 1569, in Lublin, together they
created a single state called the Polish-Lithuanian
Commonwealth. In Polish, this name means “common
cause”. All Ukrainian lands belonging to Lithuania
went over to Poland. Ukrainian nobles were not
against this; they hoped to get freedom and privilege
that the Polish noble class had.

Later, the Polish king, who was a Catholic, supported
the plans of Rome to extend its influence to the
Ukrainian lands. As a result, in 1596, the Brest Union
was formed. It was the association of the Ukrainian
Orthodox Church with the Catholic Church in the so-
called Greek Catholic Church. The new church would
recognize the Pope as the head and adopt Catholic
dogmas but retain Orthodox rituals. Many Ukrainians
did not recognize the new church and remained
faithful to Orthodoxy. Later, the Greek Catholic Church
played an important role in the history of Ukraine.
