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EHuuKnonepisn

e 3anopoxcka (literally “beyond the rapids”) — a
historical region in central Ukraine below the
Dnipro River rapids, around the modern Ukrainian
city of 3anopixoxks.

e Ciy — an administrative and military center
for ko3aku and especially for the Zaporozhian
Cossacks. The word “sich” derives from the
Ukrainian verb ciktu, “to chop” — with the
implication of clearing a forest for an encampment
or building a fortification with the trees that have
been chopped down.

Bincbko 3anopo3bke — Zaporozhian Host
(army).

Crambyn — Istanbul, a major city in Turkey.

Kacdpa — a city in Crimea in the 10th-15th
centuries. Now it is called ®eogocis.

* OcmaHcbKa imnepia — the Ottoman Empire.

BbutBa nig XotnHom 1621 poky — the Battle
of Khotyn was a series of battles between the
Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth army and an
invading Ottoman Imperial army.

FletbMman — the highest military officer in
Zaporozhian Host.

* [eTbMaHWMHa — Hetmanat was a Cossack
state in Central Ukraine between 1649 and 1764,
founded by BorgaH XmMmenbHULbKWNA.

BorpaH XmenbHuubkum — a Hetman of the
Zaporozhian Host who led an uprising against
the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth and its
magnates (1648-1654) that resulted in the
creation of a state led by the Cossacks of Ukraine.

MepesacnaBcbka yroaa 1654 poky — Pereiaslav
Agreement— act undertaken by the rada (council)
of the Cossack army in Ukraine to submit Ukraine
to Russian rule, and the acceptance of this act
by emissaries of the Russian tsar Alexis; the
agreement precipitated a war between Poland
and Russia (1654-1667).

e Llap — Tsar — a title used to designate East
and South Slavic monarchs or supreme rulers of
Eastern Europe.

¢ [lpaBoGepexHa YkpaiHa — a historical name for
a part of Ukraine on the west bank of the Dnipro
River, corresponding to the modern-day oblasts
of Vinnytsia, Zhytomyr, and Kropyvnytskyi, as
well as the western parts of Kyiv and Cherkasy.

* JliBobepexHa YkpaiHa — a historic name for the
part of Ukraine on the east bank of the Dnipro
River, corresponding to the modern-day regions
of Chernihiv, Poltava, and Sumy as well as the
eastern parts of Kyiv and Cherkasy.

e lo6a PyiHn — the Ruin — a historical term for
the political situation in Ukrainian history during
the second half of the 17th century.

* IBaH Masena — the Hetman of the Zaporozhian
Host in 1687-1708 is famous for his participation
in the Battle of Poltava against the Russian
Empire.

* [Metpo | — Peter the Great — ruled the Tsardom
of Russia and later the Russian Empire from
1682 until 1725.

* MiBHiyHa BiMHa — The Great Northern War
(1700-1721) — a conflict between the Swedish
Empire and the coalition led by the Tsardom of
Russia.

e Kapn XIl — Charles Xll — the King of Sweden
from 1697 to 1718.

* [lontaBcbka 6utTBa 1709 poky — one of the
most important battles during MNiBHi4YHa BinHa —
the Great Northern War.

In the history of Ukrainian lands from the middle of
the 16th century, Cossacks, members of the special
men’s troops who began to operate in the southern
Ukrainian lands, play an important role. The center of
Cossacks was eventually in Zaporozhzhia. Cossacks
organized camps in the steppes, named Sich, and
fought with the Tatars.

In the second half of the 16th century, Zaporozhian
Host became a serious military and political formation
and, therefore, the Polish authorities started to seek
compromises with the Cossacks. Meanwhile, the
Cossacks attacked Istanbul in 1615 and seized the
Crimean city Kafa in 1616. It worsened the Turkish-
Polish relations, and the Ottoman Empire declared
war on the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth. It was
thanks to the Cossacks that the Polish-Lithuanian
Commonwealth conquered the Turkish-Tatar troops
in the Battle of Khotyn in 1621.

1648 was a turning point in the history of Ukraine
and Europe. Ukrainian Cossacks rebelled massively
against Poland under the leadership of Hetman
Bohdan Khmelnytskyi. The revolt began as a
struggle for Cossack rights, but already in early 1649,
Khmelnytskyi declared that he wanted to expel Poles
from Ukraine.

As a result of the brutal war, a strong and stable
Cossack state, Hetmanate, was formed but in
order to finally defeat Poles, help from other
states was needed. Bohdan Khmelnytskyi

decided to make an alliance with Moscow, as Russia
and Ukraine had a common religion — Orthodoxy.
This union is known as the Treaty of Pereiaslav, 1654,
in which Cossack Ukraine recognized the supremacy
of the Tsar but kept nearly complete independence.

The successors of Bohdan Khmelnytskyi, Ivan
Vyhovskyi and Yurii Khmelnytskyi, were unable to
maintain stability in the Hetmanate. Thus, in the 1660s,
Ukraine was divided into the Right Bank (dependent
on Poland) and the Left Bank (partly dependent on
Moscow). This period is known as the Ruin.

At the end of the 17th century, the ruling of Ivan
Mazepa was an important moment in the history of
Ukraine. He was a very educated and generous man,
and he cared about Ukrainian religion and culture.
He began as a supporter of the Russian Tsar Peter
[, but during the Northern War between Russia and
Sweden, Mazepa ventured to begin negotiations
with the Swedish King Charles Xll and went over to
his side with a part of the Cossacks. In the Battle of
Poltava in 1709, the Swedish King and Mazepa were
defeated. The Russian emperor brutally repressed all
the supporters of Mazepa and embarked on a course
to destroy the Ukrainian autonomy.
