e [lepwa cBitoBa BinHa — World War | was a
global war, originating in Europe, that lasted from
28 July 1914 to 11 November 1918.

e AHTaHTa — the Triple Entente refers to the
understanding linking the Russian Empire, the
French Third Republic, and the United Kingdom
of Great Britain and Ireland. During World War I,
all Entente members entered it as Allied Powers
against the Triple Alliance.

e TpoicTum coro3s — the Triple Alliance or Triplice
was a secret agreement between Germany,
Austria-Hungary, and Italy before World War I.

e BinbwoBukn — members of the majority faction
of the Russian Social Democratic Party, which
was renamed as the Communist Party after the
October Revolution of 1917.

* YkpaiHcbka HapogHa Pecny6nika (YHP) — the
Ukrainian People’s Republic was a predecessor
to modern Ukraine, declared on 10 June 1917.

* Muxanno [pyweBcbkun was a Ukrainian
academician, politician, historian, and statesman,
one of the most important figures of the Ukrainian
national revival of the early 20th century. He
was the country’s greatest modern historian,
foremost organizer of scholarship, leader of the
pre-revolution Ukrainian national movement, and
head of the LleHTpanbHa Papa (Ukraine’s 1917-
1918 revolutionary parliament).

e MaBno Ckoponagcbkun was a Ukrainian
aristocrat, military and state leader, and decorated
Imperial Russian and Ukrainian Army general
of Cossack heritage. Skoropadskyi became a
conservative leader in Ukraine following the
Russian Revolution of 1917 and was a founder of
the Hetman dynasty of Ukraine.

* NupekTopia YkpaiHcbkoi HapogHoi
Pecny6nikm was a provisional collegiate
revolutionary state committee of the Ukrainian
People’s Republic, initially formed on November
13-14, 1918, in rebellion against Skoropadskyi’s
regime.

e 3axigHoykpaiHcbka HapogHa PecnyGnika

(3YHP) — the West Ukrainian People’s Republic
was a short-lived republic that existed in late 1918
and early 1919 in eastern Galicia. It included the
cities of Lviv, Przemysl, Kolomyia, and Stanislaviv
and claimed parts of Bukovina and Carpathian
Ruthenia.

AKT 311yKun was an agreement signed on January
22, 1919, by the Ukrainian People’s Republic
and the West Ukrainian People’s Republic at St.
Sophia Square in Kyiv.

MonbcbKko-yKpaiHcbKa BinHa (1918-1919) was
a conflict between the Second Polish Republic
and Ukrainian forces (both the West Ukrainian
People’s Republic and the Ukrainian People’s
Republic). The war started in FanuuuHa after
the dissolution of the Austro-Hungarian Empire
and spilled over into the BonuHb region of the
collapsing Russian Empire.

AHTOH [deHikiH was aRussian Lieutenant General
in the Imperial Russian Army and, afterward, a
leading general of the White movement in the
Russian Civil War.

Hectop MaxHo was a Ukrainian anarchist
revolutionary and the commander of an
independent anarchist army in Ukraine in 1917-
1922.

Bonogumup BwuHHM4YeHKO was a Ukrainian
statesman, political activist, writer, playwright,
and artist, who served as the first Prime Minister
of Ukraine.

CumoH lMeTtnopa was a Ukrainian politician and
journalist. He was the Supreme Commander
of the Ukrainian Army and the President of the
Ukrainian National Republic during Ukraine’s
short-lived sovereignty in 1918-1921, who led
Ukraine’s struggle for independence following
the fall of the Russian Empire in 1917.

Pusbka mupHa yroga — The Peace of Riga, also
known as the Treaty of Riga, was signed in Riga
on 18 March 1921 by Poland, Soviet Russia (also
acting on behalf of Soviet Belarus), and Soviet
Ukraine. The treaty ended the Polish-Soviet War.

During World War 1, Ukrainians were forced to fight
against each other since the Russian Empire was
part of the Entente, and the Austro-Hungarian Empire
was part of the Triple Alliance. The war weakened
and changed both empires. In February 1917, a
revolution took place in Russia — the tsar’s power
was overthrown. Chaos prevailed in the country.
This gave the leaders of Ukrainian organizations and
parties the chance to create their own authority —
the Ukrainian Central Rada. Its head was Ukrainian
historian Mykhailo Hrushevskyi.

In November 1917, a new revolution broke out
in Russia which resulted in the capture of power
by the left radicals — the Bolsheviks. Then the
Ukrainian People’s Republic appeared and already
in December, the war began between the Ukrainians
and the Bolsheviks. In the conditions of military
aggression in January 1918, the Ukrainian Republic
was proclaimed as independent.

To stop the Bolsheviks, Ukrainian leaders decided to
make an agreement with Germany and
Austria-Hungary. As a result, the Germans supported
a military coup in Ukraine, and General Pavlo
Skoropadskyi seized power. He declared himself a
hetman and established a dictatorship. The opponents
of the hetman (mostly socialists) united and created
their own authority — the Directory of the Ukrainian
People’s Republic. They organized a peasant uprising
against Skoropadskyi, and in December 1918, he was
overthrown.

Meanwhile, residents of Western Ukraine, taking
advantage of the weakening of the Austrian state,
also proclaimed their own state —

the Western Ukrainian People’s Republic (WUPR).
However, the territory of Galicia was claimed by the
Poles who, after World War |, were able to restore
their own state. The Polish-Ukrainian war broke out.
In January 1919, a symbolic event took place. Heads
of the Directorate and the WUPR announced the
merger, that is, the unification of both parts of Ukraine,
the UPR and WUPR. However, it remained on paper.
In fact, the two countries remained separate, and their
leaders could not agree on joint actions.

The period of 1919-1920 was extremely difficult.
Ukraine was attacked by the Bolsheviks, then by
the White Guards led by Anton Denikin. In addition,
anarchists led by Nestor Makhno appeared in
Ukraine; they did not recognize any authority. The
Directory was extremely weak. Its leaders, including
Volodymyr Vynnychenko and Symon Petliura, had
totally different views on foreign policy in Ukraine.

The Bolsheviks were winning, and in despair, Symon
Petliura concluded an alliance with Poland, sacrificing
Western Ukraine. In the spring of 1920, the Polish-
Ukrainian forces attacked the Bolsheviks. At first, they
controlled a large part of Ukraine, but in the summer,
the Bolsheviks carried out a counteroffensive and
even came to Warsaw. For Ukrainians, the liberation
struggle ended in defeat. Most of the Ukrainian lands
were under the control of the Bolsheviks, while Galicia
and western Volyn, according to the Riga Peace
Agreement, went to Poland.
