EHuuKnonepisn

e CPCP (Cor3 PapgsaHcbkux CouianicTMyHux
Pecny6nik) — the Soviet Union, officially the
Union of Soviet Socialist Republics, abbreviated
as the USSR, was a socialist state in Eurasia that
existed from 1922 to 1991.

YPCP (YkpaiHcbka PagsaHcbka CouianictuyHa
Pecny6nika, before 1937 — YkpaiHcbKa
CouianictnuHa PagsiHcbka Pecny6nika) — the
Ukrainian Soviet Socialist Republic, also known
as Soviet Ukraine, was one of the constituent
republics of the Soviet Union from its inception in
1922 to its breakup in 1991.

«YKpaiHizadia» — Ukrainization was a policy
of increasing the usage and facilitating the
development of the Ukrainian language and
promoting other elements of Ukrainian culture in
various spheres of public life, such as education,
publishing, government, and religion. The
term is used most prominently for the Soviet
indigenization policy of the 1920s (kopeHi3auis,
literally “putting down roots”), aimed at
strengthening Soviet power on the territory of
Soviet Ukraine and southern regions of the
Russian Socialist Republic.

Mukona XsBunboBun (1893-1933) was a
Ukrainian writer and poet of the so-called
Ukrainian Renaissance. Apart of his fictional
works, he wrote a number of pamphlets presenting
his views on the connection between politics
and art. He advocated an orientation toward
cultural trends in Western Europe in order to
loosen Ukraine’s dependence on Russian forms
and inspiration. Because of Stalin’s repressions
against his friends in the pro-Ukrainian communist
movement, Khvylovyi committed suicide on 13
May 1933 in front of his friends in his apartment
in Kharkiv.

Wocud Cranin (1878-1953) was a Soviet
revolutionary and politician of Georgian ethnicity.
Governing the Soviet Union from the mid-1920s
until his death in 1953, he served as General
Secretary of the Central Committee of the
Communist Party of the Soviet Union from 1922
to 1952.

e KonekTtusisauiss — “collectivization” of the
agricultural sector, enforced by the Soviet Union
between 1928 and 1940 during the ascendancy
of Joseph Stalin. It aimed to consolidate individual
landholdings and labor into collective farms called
KONEeKTUBHI rocnogapcTsa (Kkonrocnu).

e lonogomop — (derived from mopuTu ronoaom,
“to Kill by starvation”), also known as the
Terror-Famine, Famine-Genocide in Ukraine,
or the Ukrainian Genocide of 1932-33. It was a
man-made famine in Soviet Ukraine from 1932 to
1933 that killed an officially estimated 7 million to
10 million people. It was part of the wider Soviet
famine of 1932-33, which affected the major
grain-producing areas of the country.

At the end of 1922, the Union of Soviet Socialist
Republics (USSR) was created. The Ukrainian
Republic was a part of that union; it had autonomy
on paper, but in reality, it was almost completely
governed by Moscow.

Initially, to bring Ukrainians to their side, the Soviet
leaders pursued a policy of “Ukrainization”, that is,
they supported the Ukrainian language and culture
and condemned Russian chauvinism. This policy had
unexpected consequences; the Ukrainian language
began to be spoken in schools, with the authorities,
Ukrainian art, literature, and science were developing.

The intelligentsia began to focus on Europe. Writer
Mykola Khvylovyi even proclaimed: “Get down from
Moscow!”. The Soviet authorities, of course, did not
like this and they decided to stop the Ukrainization.
In the 1930s, they held massive repressions against
the Ukrainian intelligentsia, and many opponents of
power were shot. Stalin’s repressions were brought to
a maximum in 1937. Then, they shot about a thousand
people a day.

The fate of the Ukrainian peasants was horrible.
In order to develop industry, the Soviet authorities
massively exported grain. When collectivization
started, those peasants who owned the land were
forced to enter collective farms; it was much easier to
control them.

However, this was only a prelude to the greatest
tragedy in the history of Ukraine — organized terror by
famine in 1932-33, known as the Holodomor. Soviet
leader Joseph Stalin conducted unprecedented bread
requisitions in Ukraine. A special commission sent
punitive detachments to the peasants who took away
not only bread but also any food.
