thatengaged in a series of guerrilla conflicts during
World War |l against Nazi Germany, the Soviet
Union, Czechoslovakia, and both Underground
and communist Poland. The insurgent army
arose out of separate militant formations of the
Organization of Ukrainian Nationalists-Bandera
faction (the OUN-B), other militant national-
patriotic formations, some defectors of the
Ukrainian Auxiliary Police, mobilization of the
local population, and others.

e OpraHi3auis YkpaiHcbknx HauioHanicTiB
(OYH) the Organization of Ukrainian
Nationalists was a Ukrainian nationalist political
organization, established in 1929 in Vienna.

Butea3aKuis (1943) —The Second Battle of Kyiv
involved three strategic operations by the Soviet
Red Army and one operational counterattack
by the Wehrmacht, which took place between 3
October and 22 December 1943.

e lenopTauisa KpUMCbKux TaTtap — the
deportation of the Crimean Tatars was the ethnic
cleansing of at least 191,044 Tatars from Crimea
in May 1944. Within three days, NKVD used cattle
trains to deport women, children, the elderly,
communists, and members of the Red Army
to the Soviet Republic of Uzbekistan, several
thousand kilometers away. They were one of the
ten ethnicities who were encompassed by Stalin’s
policy of population transfer in the Soviet Union.

During the Second World War, Ukraine was at the
epicenter of events. In 1939, Germany and the
USSR signed a Non-Aggression Pact, and after Hitler
occupied part of Poland, the Soviet Union captured
Western Ukraine. The Soviet government immediately
began their brutal policy there, with massive arrests of
Ukrainian nationalists.

In June 1941, Germany attacked the USSR. In
Ukraine, the Soviet army, poorly prepared for war,
suffered tremendous losses. Millions of soldiers were
captured. By the end of 1941, Germans occupied
the entire territory of Ukraine. Allies of Germany —
Romania and Hungary — occupied Bukovyna and
Transcarpathia. The Germans launched massive
terror against Ukrainians of different nationalities.
More than a million Jews were killed and more than
2 million Ukrainians were deported to Germany as a
slave labor force.

In 1943, after the defeat of the Germans at Stalingrad,
the Soviet partisan movement became massive,
causing great damage to the Germans. Then, in
Western Ukraine, the Ukrainian Insurgent Army
(UPA) was founded, headed by the Organization of
Ukrainian Nationalists (OUN). The role of the OUN
is a rather controversial issue, since its leaders
cooperated with the Germans, but explained this by
the desire to create an independent Ukrainian state.
According to some historians, the UPA, at various
times, fought against Germans and against the Soviet
partisans, as well as against the Poles who claimed
Western Ukraine.

Since mid-1943, Soviet troops had begun liberating
the territory of Ukraine. It happened at the cost of
many lives. For example, during the battle for Kyiv,
more than 250 thousand Ukrainians, who were quickly
mobilized, died. The return of Soviet power was a
tragedy for the indigenous population of Crimea — the
Tatars, who were forcibly evicted from the peninsula
in May 1944 to far-off regions of the USSR. During
this deportation many thousands of people died.
