EHuuKnonepisn

e HapoaHum Pyx YkpaiHn — the People’s
Movement of Ukraine was founded in 1989 as a
civil-political movement, as there were no other
political parties allowed in the Soviet Union but
the Communist Party. The organization has its
roots in Ukrainian dissidents.

Cnpo6anepeBopoTty BCPCP —the 1991 Soviet
coup d’état attempt was an attempt by members
of the Soviet Union’s government to take control
of the country’s President, Mikhail Gorbacheuv.

PedepeHaym 1 rpyaHsa 1991 poky —

The referendum on the Act of Declaration of
Independence held in Ukraine on 1 December
1991. An overwhelming majority of 92.3% of
voters approved the declaration of independence
made by the Verkhovna Rada on 24 August 1991.
NeoHin KpaBuyk is the first President of Ukraine,
who served from 5 December 1991 to 19 July
1994.

NeoHia Kyuma is the second President of
independent Ukraine (1994-2005). His presidency
was surrounded by numerous corruption scandals
and the lessening of media freedoms.

KoHcTtutyuia YkpaiHnu — the Constitution of
Ukraine is the nation’s fundamental law. The
constitution was adopted and ratified by the
Verkhovna Rada (parliament) of Ukraine on 28
June 1996.

BikTop KOweHko is the third President of Ukraine
from January 23, 2005 to February 25, 2010.
Public protests prompted by electoral fraud
played a major role in his presidential election
and led to Ukraine’s Orange Revolution.

Biktop AHykoBuu was the fourth President of
Ukraine, who served from February 2010 until his
removal from power in February 2014 as a result
of the 2014 Ukrainian revolution. He is currently
in exile in Russia and wanted by Ukraine for high
treason.

» «MMomapaHuyeBa peBonwouia» — The Orange
Revolution was a series of protests and political
events that took place in Ukraine from late
November 2004 to January 2005 in the immediate
aftermath of the run-off vote of the 2004 Ukrainian
presidential election, which was claimed to be
marred by massive corruption.

Yropga npo acouiauito 3 €C i YkpaiHOO —
Ukraine-European Union Association Agreement
is a European Union Association Agreement
between the European Union (EU) and Ukraine
that establishes a political and economic
association between the parties.

«bepkyT» was the system of special police in
Ukraine. Following the 2014 Ukrainian revolution,
when Berkut was held responsible by the new
government for most of the civilian deaths, the
agency was dissolved.

«PeBonwouis FigHocTi» — the Ukrainian
revolution (also known as the Euromaidan
Revolution or Revolution of Dignity) took place
in Ukraine in February 2014, when a series of
violent events involving protesters and riot police
culminated in the ousting of the pro-Russian
president, Viktor Yanukovych.

«HebecHa CoTHa» — the Heavenly Hundred
are the protesters who were killed during the
Euromaidan revolution in Ukraine. There are
currently around 130 identified deaths; most of
them were civilian protesters.

HoHb6ac — a historical, cultural, and economic
region in eastern Ukraine. The word “Donbas” is
a portmanteau formed from Donets Basin, which
refers to the river Donets that flows through it.

AHTUTEepopucTu4yHa onepadia (ATO) —

the Antiterrorist Operation in the East of Ukraine
includes military, legal, and organizational
measures of Ukrainian security forces aimed at
counteracting the activities of the illegal Russian
and pro-Russian armed groups in the war in
eastern Ukraine. The operation started on April
14, 2014.
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e [leTpo MopoweHko was the fifth President of ¢ OOH — OpraHizauia O6’egHaHux Hauin —
Ukraine. He was elected president on 25 May The United Nations Organization.
2014, after the Revolution of Dignity, capturing
more than 54% of the vote in the first round.

At the end of the 1980s, mass protests took place in
many countries of Eastern Europe. In Ukraine, the
People’s Movement was founded at that time, which
organized the events in support of the national revival
and independence. In August 1991, inthe USSR, there
was the coup d’etat attempt to save communism. It
was defeated and became the last blow to the Soviet
authorities. On August 24, the Verkhovna Rada of
the Ukrainian SSR proclaimed the independence of
Ukraine. In a referendum on December 1, 90% of the
population of Ukraine confirmed their desire to be
independent.

Thefirstpresidentof Ukraine was ex-communistLeonid
Kravchuk. Apparently, Ukrainians were not ready yet
to depart completely from the communist past at that
time. In the first years of independence, the country
was covered by economic crisis. Leonid Kuchma won
the 1994 presidential election. In 1996, an important
event was the adoption of the Constitution of Ukraine,
which laid the legal foundations of democracy.

During the 2004 elections, the main candidates were
Viktor Yushchenko and Viktor Yanukovych. Although
there were many falsifications during these elections,
Yanukovych was declared the winner. Yushchenko’s
supporters went out to Independence Square in
protest. These events have entered history under the
name “Orange Revolution”. Ukrainians were granted
a new election, and this time Yushchenko won. But,
unfortunately, the “orange” president did not meet the
expectations of Ukrainians, so in 2010, Yanukovych
became the president.

In the fall of 2013, Yanukovych refused to sign an
association agreement with the EU, which provoked
the indignation of Ukrainian youth. Many Ukrainians,
especially students, went out on Independence
Square again. Special Section “Berkut” brutally
dispersed students, using physical force. Ukrainian
society could not forgive that. Thus, a new revolution,
the “Revolution of Dignity,” began. The bloodiest
events took place on February 18 and 20, 2014, when
nearly a hundred civilians perished. They are called
the “Heavenly Hundred”.

Immediately after the revolution, Russia introduced its
troops into Crimea and in the spring, separatists and
Russian military began to seize Donbas. Ukrainian
authorities announced the launch of an anti-terrorist
operation (ATO). In May 2014, the presidential
elections took place, on which victory was gained by
Petro Poroshenko.

Confrontation in the east of Ukraine continues today. It
continues to take away the lives of Ukrainian soldiers
and civilians. In general, the war in Donbas took,
according to the UN in 2017, more than 10 thousand
lives, and more than half a million Ukrainians became
refugees. The question of the future of the territories
occupied by Russia remains the biggest problem for
modern Ukraine.
