How are you? Thank you very much for all the
messages, and I'm sorry | haven'’t replied for so
long. Time flies so fast! One month has passed
since I've been in Ukraine. But everything is great.
| have settled in the apartment, although | still
haven’t got time to ask Lesia about the best stores
and restaurants nearby.

At school, everything is fine too. Oleh Ivanovych
— the headmaster — is very kind to me, and the
teacher Mariia Semenivna briefed me about the
educational process, programs, and manuals. |
teach about two lessons a day by myself; also |
help teachers and organize conversation clubs.

To be honest, during the first lesson | thought that |
would go crazy — there are so many children, and
they are all so... active! | gave them souvenirs from
the USA — they were delighted with the peanut
butter! In fact, it is so fun with kids. Sometimes |
even stay longer than | have to because the children
do not want to go home.

Atfirst, | was a little confused because the education
system in Ukraine is different from ours, but the
teachers quickly broke everything down for me.

So, schools here are of three levels: the first level
— primary school, the second level — secondary
school, and the third level — high school. | am
teaching in the primary school — it is from the first
to the fourth grades. After the ninth grade, students
receive a certificate of basic secondary education.
And after the eleventh — high school students
pass an important test — External Independent
Evaluation — and get a certificate of full secondary
education. Then, they can enter universities.
