These verbs in the future perfective change just like the imperfective verbs in the present tense.

2. Verbs that become perfective by a suffix change
To conjugate these verbs in the future perfective, the present tense conjugation is not helpful. In fact, even the
endings can be different. These perfective verbs have different stems that can be checked in the dictionary.
